| love that line: the Christ in their own
hearts is weaker than the Christ in the word of
other Christians. We need others to speak
God’s words of love and truth to our hearts.
And we ourselves need to speak these words
to others. There are no rogue Christians.
Whether you're an extrovert, introvert or




something in-between, we all need other
Christians to support and strengthen us in our
faith.

Do you have people in your life that can
speak God’s Word to you? People who know
your heart and encourage you in your faith?
Relationships like that don’t happen on their
own. They take an intentional choice to do “life
together” by being in a small group or Bible
study fellowship.

If you are not currently in some kind of
fellowship group, | would encourage you to
prayerfully consider whether you might give
one a try this fall. Allow God to speak to the
uncertainty of your heart through the hearts of
your brothers and sisters.
